Accessibility on iPhone
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●	Apple products have accessibility settings specific to vision.
 
●	To access the settings:
○	Go to the settings app → scroll down to Accessibility
 
●	To change text size:
○ Go to the settings app → scroll down to Accessibility → locate the “Display and Text Size”
○ You can bolden the text of the device by toggling the switch next to “Bold Text”. You can adjust the size of text by touching “Larger Text,” toggling the switch next to “Larger Accessibility Sizes,” and moving a circle at the bottom of the screen to adjust the size.
○You can turn in “Increase Contrast” to increase the color contrast of the text on the device. 

●	To change brightness:
○ Swipe down on the top right corner of the device → You will find two vertical bars on the right side of the screen → Adjust the brightness with the bar that has a sun icon by dragging up to increase brightness and dragging down to dim the brightness.
○ You can turn off “Auto Brightness” by going to the settings app → Accessibility → Display & Text Size → Auto-Brightness and toggle the switch off.
 
●	To zoom in on the screen:
○ Go to the settings app → scroll down to Accessibility → locate the Zoom → turn on “Zoom”. To turn on and off “Zoom,” double-tap with three fingers.
○ To navigate a zoomed screen, drag three fingers around the screen.

●	To Use Siri:
○ Go to the settings app → scroll down to the “Siri” → talk to Siri → make sure there is a check mark next to “Siri” or “Hey Siri.”
○ Siri is great for accessing the device using voice commands. To access Siri, you have to say “Hey Siri…”
 
●	Examples of Siri Commands:
○	“Hey Siri, call (name).
○	“Hey Siri, send a text to (name).
○	“Hey Siri, set a timer for (number) 
minutes/hour.
○	“Hey Siri, play (song/artist/playlist).
○	“Hey Siri, open the (App name) app.
