●	Adaptive equipment is tools that are used by those with disabilities and impairments to increase their functional performance in everyday life.
 
●	For those with low vision, these tools have been found to help increase or maintain independence despite their visual impairments.
 
●	Popular low vision tools include tactile markings for navigation, large print materials, talking devices for identification, sunglasses, and magnifiers.
○	It is recommended that you consult with a low vision specialist before purchasing any type of magnifier for the proper strength recommendation.
 
●	These tools can be used in everyday activities of household management, leisure, self-care, reading and writing, and financial management.
